This is the last pre-race update until Tuesday, June 22nd, when we will send
out details such as race start/finish location and a preliminary course outline,
(which will help you immensely with your final race prep and organizing)!

UPDATED COVID-19 MASK POLICY

We are taking COVID-19 seriously and want to ensure that all our race participants, as well as
our community, are safe. We kindly ask that all unvaccinated participants wear a face mask
whenever social distancing is not possible. This includes when checking-in, at the pre-race
meeting, at transition areas, and at the post-race gathering. We really appreciate your
cooperation in helping us keep our event safe for all! We will continue to monitor the local
COVID situation closely and will change this requirement if necessary.

IMPORTANT TO-DO’S BEFORE THE RACE:

e Print and sign your race waivers ahead of time, and bring them with you to race
check-in. Captains, please make sure that you coordinate this with your teammates and
come ready to hand over your team's signed waivers on race morning. No waivers, no
maps! Each individual racer must sign each waiver, and racers under age 18 must have
a guardian sign for them.
