Race day is right around the corner! Thank you for signing up for what is going to be an incredible adventure. We have 

a spectacular and challenging course planned for you, and have fully enjoyed our time scouting out your 

suffering…and by suffering we mean epic AR fun! ;)

**Please note that the post-race gathering will be at a different location about 15min from the race finish. We will 

all convene there after the race!

●​ Swan Valley is a small community with limited amenities. You will find the basics, like a general store, a couple 

restaurants, and a gas station, but don’t expect to find a big grocery store, a bike shop, or anything too 

specialized. 

●​ If looking for a hotel or vacation rental, plan to base out of the town of Irwin, ID, or Swan Valley, ID. This area 

gets busy in the summer, so make your reservations early! 

●​ If you plan to camp, there is free dispersed camping near the start/finish, as well as some first-come, 

first-served campgrounds within about 20-25 minutes. More details to come in our next pre-race update.
